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ince the last stages of the 20th century, globalization

has strengthened the interpretation, confrontation

and fragmentation of cultural, economic, political and

national borders. Amidst this fragmentation, multiple

ways of narration and representation have influenced

the production of different manifestations such as theater, film,

photography and performance. These cultural artifacts belong to

different historical processes where national subjects, women, afro-

descendants, LGBTQ subjectivities, and social movements inter-

sect. We look to explore the aesthetic and ideological dialogues es-

tablished in Latin America in the face of its entrance to modernity.

The question that will guide our debates is: How can we generate

ways of comprehension and criticism of identities in a world that

dramatically de-articulates the visual and textual? The photobook,

the advancement of theoretical approaches of visual, photographic

and televised representations within a globalized context of social

struggles are some of the aspects in which we engage in dialogue.

With an interdisciplinary focus in mind, we welcome proposals

and creative reflections on how textual visuality, the textualization of

image or the visual impact on the textual and vice-versa generate

flows, critiques, and identity dislocations in the 21st century. We hope

to advance a comprehension of the challenges faced by social iden-
tities in Latin America within the current cultural landscape.

Representacion, mediacion y dialogos entre la

El
libro cinematografiado o la apuesta teérica de la representacion
visual, fotografica o televisiva en un contexto de luchas sociales y
tendencias globalizantes son algunos de los aspectos que busca-
Mmos poner en dialogo.

Con un enfoque interdisciplinario invitamos propuestas y re-
flexiones creativas sobre la forma en que la visualizacion del texto,
la textualizacion de laimagen o el impacto de lo visual en lo textual

Em meio a essa fragmentacao, multiplas for-
mas de narrar e representar tém impactado a producao literaria,
teatral, cinematografica, fotografica e performatica (entre outras)
dos processos histéricos que constituiram a configuracao de su-
jeitos nacionais, mulheres, afro-descendentes, LGBTQ e movimen-
tos sociais em geral. Buscamos explorar os dialogos (estéticos,
ideoldgicos, de valores) estabelecidos na América Latina frente a
sua insercao dentro de um espaco global. Consequentemente, a
pergunta que surge, e através da qual buscamos guiar os debates,
pode ser formulada da seguinte maneira: Como gerar formas de
compreensao e critica de identidades em um mundo que (des)ar-
ticula vertiginosamente o visual e o textual? O livro fotogréafico ou a
aposta tedrica da representacao visual, fotografica ou televisiva
em um contexto de lutas sociais e tendéncias globalizantes sao
exemplos de espacos que buscamos colocar em dialogo.

Com um enfoque interdisciplinar em mente, convidamos pro-
postas e reflexdes criativas sobre a forma com que a visualizacao
do texto, a textualizacao da imagem ou o impacto visual no texto
(e vice-versa) gera fluxos, criticas e desarticulacdes identitarias no
século XXI. Esperamos que através dessa abertura possamos
avancar em direcao a compreensao dos desafios enfrentados pe-
las identidades (e desidentificacdes) sociais na América Latina no
ambito cultural.
